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STUDY PROGRAMME

Module Selection Exchange students may select modules from the WIT ECTS Module Guides only.
The WIT ECTS Module Guides can be found on the following webpage
https://www.wit.ie/international/exchanges/incoming students#tab=panel-3.

The maximum number of ECTS credits students can study per semester is 30
and the minimum is 15. The majority of modules at WIT are worth 5 ECTS.
Modules have between 3-4 hours of classes each week.

IMPORTANT: If students select modules from different programmes and
different years’ there will be clashes in their timetables. We advise students to
discuss this with their academic advisor and to select a number of alternative
modules to be approved in case of a timetable clash occurring. Please be
advised the timetables are released at the start of the semester.

English Language Exchange students are not required to submit proof of their English language
Requirements proficiency. Partner institutions are expected to select students who have the
required standard of English as set out in our inter-institutional agreement.
